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This course is designed to give you an appreciation for biology concepts and processes.  The main focus is in the areas How Biology Works, Cells, Genetics, Evolution, Ecology, and Human Organ Systems. Your general understanding of Biology concepts and processes in these areas should grow throughout the year. This is your opportunity to explore and ask questions!

PLANNER

ASSIGNMENTS

1. Assignments must be turned in on time to receive credit.*

2. Assignments must be done neatly and legibly.  

Assignments missed for excused (EXC) absences are not late provided they are turned in before they are late. Student Handbook policies on late work, you have four school days to make up the work (when you are absent it is your responsibility to come in before class to get your make up work,  Note: Before class does not mean 5 minutes before class starts) 
3. Assignments are due at the beginning of the period.  It is late otherwise.  

4. Late work will be accepted, it must be 100% complete and ½ credit will be awarded. Late work will only be accepted if it is work from the current sections/chapters   
NOTE: If the absent is EXC Assignments, Labs, Quizzes and Tests make ups must be done within 4 days for credit.  No assignment can be made up for an absent that is UNX.

***You have 3 days to change a UNX to EXC***
5. All assignment headings should include:

Name (first and last); Period; Date turned in; Assignment title

In these extreme situations something will be worked out.  BUT you must show effort to receive credit in any of these situations.

Consequences for Misbehavior 

Many times it is not just one student talking so when I see more than one person talking while I am talking I will pause and keep the entire class after 15 seconds each offense.

1st offense- Warning

3rd offence-  out in the hall and five minutes after class

The Severe Clause:  I have the right to send a student straight to the office if the behavior is severe,  (e.g. Back talking/Arguing, Swearing, fighting, inappropriate physical behavior).
